He who would pass through the laby­

rinths of the "negro question" to a sound 
conclusion must be wary of two guides, 
who with equal importunity, pluck his 
sleeve anJ vaunt the value of their service; 
these are the Southern politician and the 
Northern sentimentalist. The one will 
•endeavor to distract him from a just 
knowledge of the subject; the other will 
invite him to deal with it unwisely. The 
especial vice of the first is false diagnosis 
of the case; of the second, erroneous treat­
ment of it. The Southern politician fails 
in veracity. He talks like an astute attor­
ney volubly pleading for a guilty defendant. 
The Northern sentimentalist recalls the 
methods of Col. Iogtrsoll when he falls 
afoul of the institutions of Moses. He 
lacks the historical spirit. 

, Turning our regard more closely upon 
tbe political cicerone we notice that Senator 
Vance, in discussing Senator Butler's bill 
'To provide for the emigration of persons 
of color from the Southern States." used 
tbe following vigorous and comprehensive 
language: "I positively deny that there is 
i ny systematic, authorized or official inter­
ference with the guaranteed rigbts of the 
colored man in the South." Before com 
milting ourselves in full confidence to the 
direction of Senator Vance, or any other of 
his sort, let us explore a little independ­
ently. 

Held between the slender Soger of 
Marjland on tne north and the burly 
thumb of Texas on the south, and washed 
by the Atlantic and the great gulf, are 
eightstatts, wherein. 'taken altofether, for 
nearly every adult white man there is an 
adult black man. The excess of white 
men of mature age over black men of the 
same class, in six sia:es, is about counter­
balanced by the excess of black men of 
mature age over white men of the same 
class in the rernaiuiug two, namely, Soutli 
Carolina and Mississippi. Under the 
fedtral constitution and the constitutions 
aDd laws of these states Negro citizens have 
precisely the same rights of suffrage as 
v»ould l»e theirs were they of Caucasian 
hue. Numerically equal to their white 
neighbors, they are in pure legal contem­
plation a'.so equipollent as political factors. 
Ilere, as ^eueruliy, the statutes are color­
blind. Nor is there any disposition on the 
part of tne Negroes to permit such equiva­
lence lo rust in the seaboard of mere 
theory. Eagerly desirous of voting—par­
ticularly for candidates of their<ewn race -
keenly solicitous of being voted for. they 
everywhere show a pathetic anxiety to 
raise themselves by the machinery of 
ballot-box and office from tbe degradation 
of their past, and, in the importance of 
civil power and place, to make tbe world 
forget, though but for a moment, the visi­
ble badges of their historic curse. Sharers 
in the common attributes of our nature, 
how could it be otherwise with to^m? As 
Prof. Scomp justly remarks: "That euy 
race nearly equal to another, numerically, 
will exclude Itself, or suffer itself to be ex­
cluded from such places and honors as its 
b .Hots may or can win.is not to be presumed 
for a moment." But were observation 
obscured, were reason silent, were the 
hundred voices of tbe newspapers published 
and maintained by the colored people of 
the United w tales hushed, proof of tbe 
nutter might still be found in the testi­
mony of the statesmen who are wont to 
boast that they "understand tbe Negro." 
and with ostentatious pride display their 
knowledge en this point among the wosi 
valued instruments of their craft. Thus 
Senator Morgan tells us that "education, 
nfin. merit, wealth and the consciousness 
of per>onnl ment add a stronger jealousy ; 

to iue power of race. . . . It has in­
creased every dav since tbe Negroes were 
emancipated. They demand with greater; 
earnestness than ever before thit their rep­
resentatives stall te Negroes and not white 
m«n." 

The black man's legal right to tbe 
suffrage, wbeieof a substantial guaran'y t* 
•et even in the august l»ody of the National 
Constitution, no sane man denies. Quite 
otherwise with rys moral «8 uaurai light 
•n it. This in denied by the Democratic 
puny of the South with a mighty emphasis 
and unanimity a'most perfect So much 
the Negro knows, and. were bis InU Jligence 
jiTKer than his skin, could not but know. 
That his legal right of suffrage is a mon­
strous moral n'tonc be teea expatiated 
throughout every Southern Democratic 
Newspaper whose'columns bis newly found 
learning enables himswkatdly to decipher: 
he hears v. v. ciferated by Democratic ora­
l i s as he hover* restlessly upon the out­
skirts of meetings of tbe "white man's 
piriv "; acd new iterations of it reach him 
»ut never he chances wilhlu earshot of 
captNina" and ' colonels'* debating upon 

•Je affairs of State. He has. then; no 
•Hematite For bfm. suck knowledge 
'"sves only th* Republican psriy. 1*WJ 
nxmly impulse, every feeling of se1f-re»pect, 
lotted, the veiy instinct of self preserva-
'i«n urges bim lo give whatever of aid 
^uhm bim lie* to tbe support of that party 
» hose vticke of faith do not contradict his 
J]?rai right to political existence. Strangely 
c'ind are they who can detect in 

tbe perverse current of tbe Negro's blood? 
Would not the absence of such "perverse-
new'' entirely establish his opponent's 
argument and prove conclusively enough 
that nature bad formed him a Yahoo, and 
4>omed bim to perpetual Helotage? Tbe 
Negro of the Southern States, neither 
bought nor bullied, is a Republican, and 
must needs remain so till both tbe morality 
and tbe manners of Southern Democrats 
are radically changed. It is only the 
political circerone who professes the ability 
to show the chimera of masses of Demo­
cratic Negroes in the isouth. 

Pausing an instant to collect the results 
•f our circumspection, we note that from 
Maryland to Texas the Negroes scarcely fall 
below tbe white inhabitants in numbers and 
are not at all inferior to them in legal rights 
of suffrage; that they are strongly bent upon 
tbe exercise of these Tights for the elevation 
and distinction of tber own race; and, that 
in the existing state of opinion, the Repub­
lican party is the sole channel open to their 
political activities. If now we go a step 
further, and look for the natural effects of 
this prodigious assemblage of conditions, 
there is presented what to tbe unprepared 
mind would seem a miraculous suspension 
of tbe laws of social dynamics. A vast 
potential force apparently issues into 
notbingnes%, and, "like the baseless 
fabric" of a vision, leaves "not a wrack 
behind." Here are promise and potency, 
indeed, but we search in vain for fulfill­
ment. In Congress, only a single dusky 
face is raised to gainsay that favorite para­
dox of the Southern Democrat, "this is a 
white man's country." One can count the 
colored members of state legislatures 
quicker than be can reckon his fingers and 
thumbs And, what is more remarkable, 
the election returns of the eight states above 
mentioned indicate that, in most of them, 
the Republican party has fallen into an 
emaciation that forebodes its early extinc­
tion. Thus these extraordinary records 
disclose that. in tbe presidential 
election of 1888, South Carolina, with a 
colored voting population of 118,883. gave 
but 13.730 Republican ballots; Georgia 
with a like population of 143,471, but 40.-
496 such ballots; Mississippi with a like 
population of 130,278. but 30,096 such bal­
lots; and Louisiana with a like population 
of 107;977. but 80.484 such ballots. The 
present State governments of South Caro­
lina, Georgia and Mississippi, Democratic 
throughout, of course, were chosen abso­
lutely "without opposition." 

What sorcery has removed this mountain 
of Negro suffrage and cast it into tbe sea 
of ineffectualness? What magic has trans­
formed a million of black voters into dead 
statistical integers, useful only in enlarg­
ing the borders of a "basis of representa­
tion" which by no means represents them? 
As this is an insUrce where downright 
speech must tread upon the heels of vitu 
pera'ion. the sorcerers and magicians 
shal1 make answer for themselves, albeit 
they speak darkly. "There is one propo­
sition, Mr. President." said Senator Vance 
in the speech whence an «xcerpt has al-
readj been made, "of which, you m*y 
rest assured, there is no kind of doubt; the 
stronger will never submit to the domina­
tion of the weaker. This might as well be 
set down as res ad judical a." And Senator 
Morgan, th like Delphic fashion, writes 
that ' 'If tbe laws of the Stati in reference 
to elections, of which no complaint is 
made,; are evaded, or if they 
are not enforced it is because pub­
lic opinion sets too strongly against 
tbem." Then comes Mr. Watter-
son and. with a refreshing little puff ef 
sincerity, blows away a corner of this 
cloud of euphemism by declaring: " I 
should be eititled to no respect or credit 
if I pretended that there is either a fair 
poll or count of the vast overflow in States 
where there is a Negro majority, or that 
in the nature ef things present there can 
be." 

with eager offers of guidance. A shallow 
etiology enables him to discern in the re 
pressinn of tbe black race by the white 
people of the South simply a cancerous 
iniquity, which ought to be instantly 
purged away by a drastic application of 
national law-making, with plenty of fed­
eral bayonets if need be as an adjuvant. 
His honesty of purpose and contagious en­
thusiasm might prove irresistible did not 
the cool spirit of "indifferency." as Locke 
calls it, bid us pause while it suggests that 
a severer scrutiny into tbe conditions of 
this malady may rival certain natural 
agencies gradually working out its 
cure, whose kindly operation tbe heroic 
treatment of the sentimentalist would re­
tard, if not destroy. "Things," says 
Emerson, "refuse to be mismanaged loig 
Res nolunt dtu mala adminutrari. Though 
no checks to a new evil appear, the checks 
exists and will appear."

HIGH SOUNDING TITLES-

Comparison of the Two Great Parties The 
"Negro" not Indebted to the Demo­

cratic Par ty for any Special 
Privileges. 

An Absurd Scheme F o r A Secret Political 
Organization. 

New York Mad and Express: There 
has recently been sent to this office a 
screed, purporting to be what its author, 
with a lavish expenditure of capital let­
ters, calls "A Scheme of a Secret Political 
Society for tbe Organization of the Col­
ored Men Throughout the United States." 

This brand new organisation is to flour­
ish under tbe name of the 
"Loyal Sons of Abraham." Its 

chief officer is to rejoice in the sound­
ing title of "Venerable Patriarch." The 
second in rank is to be dubbed an "Ex­
alted Prophet." The secretary is to be 
known as tbe "Lord Chancellory' Tbe 
treasurer is to collect the dues under the 
name of the "Lord Steward." The legal 
adviser is to give counsel as the "Lord 
Chief Justice." The head of the relief de­
partment will have the pleasure of styling 
himself the "Lord Almoner." 

The Slate or minor officials of this re­
markable order will put on dignity as 
"Chosen Elders." "High Priests." **Le* 
vites," "High Scribes." "Worthy Sires." 
etc. Tbe objects of the organization, are. 
first, to perpetuate the memory or Abra­
ham Lincoln: second, to "maintain loyal 
allegiance to the government," to secure 
"sound constitutional liberty." to "crush 
out active treason," and to vindicate at all 
times the "complete rights of every loyal 
American citizen." 

We desire to assure tbe colored friend 
who sends the communication from which 
we have been quoting that these objects 
can never be attained by any si.ch meth­
ods as those which he proposes. Secret 
political societies are abominable. Its ef 
feet on political questions could not fail to 
be harmful. It can never be profitable 

The New York Tribune of August 16 
published tbe following letter from J. M. 
Townsend, Recorder in the Land Office 
at Washington, giving his views on tbe 
Federal Election bill. Mr. Townsend said: 

" I do not concur is the views of eminent 
white and colored Democrats as to the 
probable effect which the Lodge Federal 
Election bill will have upon the country 
should it become a law. I am one of those 
who believe that the Republican party is 
the exponent of tbe thought which builds 
up the Nation in true greatness and 
prosperity, and that it is emphatically the 
friend of tbe workingman. That the 
triumph of the Republican party means 
peace, the growth of the National spirit, 
the ascendency of loyalty, the exercise and 
full protection of every constitutional right, 
the education of the masses and the eleva­
tion of citizenship through intelligence and 
and patriotism. 

#"The only colored men that I have heard 
or as being divided upon the question are 
those who have for years been hobnobbing 
and coquetting with the Democratic party 
under the name of Independents. Their < 
suspicions as to tbe results of this measure 
are born 'of favors received and benefits 
yet to come.* With the rarik and flic of 
the Negroes of the United States there is 
not, so far as I have been able to learn, 
any disagreement as to the necessity and 
utility of the Lodge bill. Thinking 
Negroes have not forgotten that the Demo­
cratic party cost the South $5,262,408,553.-
26, that at the clo e of the war tbe debt of 
the Confederate Government was $2,345 -
297,823, that with the surrender of the 
Rebel armies every dollar of this war debt 
was wiped out of exisfence. Do wise men 
ask for better evidence of tbe blighting 
effects of the Democratic party than that 
which forms'tbe mart conapicuosipsge in 
its history—a party which has so conclu­
sively shown its incapacity to administer 
the Oovernment on an economic basis, 
wbicb denies to tbe Negro the equality of 
opportunity and the right to be, which 
winks at the murder and assassination of 
innocent white and colored Republicans, 
defies the msjes'y of the law. and pu:s i 
a premium upon lawlessness and tbe right 

'I bold that our Government is bound by 
its duty of protecting our citizens in their 
fundamental rights, to pass and enforce 
laws for the extirpation of the execrable 
Eu Elux conspiracy; and if it has not tbe 
power to do so, then I say our Government 
is a sham.' I believe that tbe L xige bill is 
a measure which has been instigated by 
unselfish and patriotic motives. I believe 
it would be for tbe best interests of tbe 
Negro that tbe Republican party should 
enjoy long continued, uninterrupted power. 
The truth of the principles of tbe Republi­
can party was born of tbe necessities of 
the people; tbe condition of tbe country 
was such as to call it out in 1860 and 1888. 
The necessities of tbe people will call it 
out again in 1892. The Republican party 
made tbe people a Natien and the Union 
perpetual. For what special privileges, or 
special legislation, is the Negro indebted to 
the Democratic party ? I again assure you 
that no honest man wil' be affected by the 
operations of the Lodge bill. The guilty 
consciences of Southern Bourbons have 
made them imagine vain things and to 
magnify and obscure tbe real purpose of 
this proposed legislation. 

MISTREATED AT SEA. 

A Cruel Captain and Mate Beat Thei r Cook 

An Afro-American sailor who shipped on 
board the schooner "Aubrya" as cook and 
steward. July 1, and made, a trip to St. 
John, Porto Rico, was in Brooklyn last 
week, while the "Aubrya" was lying at 
Atlantic Basin, and visited the office of the 
Brooklyn Citizen, where he recounted tbe 
cruel treatment be had received at sea. He 
said that he had not been three days out 
before the first mate began to ill-treat him 
in a most outrageous manner, knocking 
him down and kicking him about shame 
fully. He was taken from his work and 
placed before the mast where the first mate 
barbarously abused him both aloft and on 
deck. When they reached the port of St. 
John he attempted to see the English Con­
sul and obtain redress, but was forced 
back by Captain Moore and was treated 
worse on the return voyage in consequence. 
When the ship arrived at Atlantic Basin 
he applied in the courts of Judge Tighe 
and Judge Walsh, but could get no war­
rants for the captain's arrest. He has since 
applied to tbe English Consul in New 
York who immediately issued summons 
for both parties to appear before him. The 
same captain, it is said, was arrested in 
Halifax, N. S.. and fined heavily for ill-
treatment to his crew.

"Well," replies some flippant apologist, 
"suppose that Black Joe and, if vou 
please, a million others of the same sort are 
shenn of the privilege of sending 
each, to quote Carlyle. bis 'twenty thous­
andth part of tongue-fence to Nation**) 
Palaver.' what mattets it?" To urge the 
demands of abstract justice upon one cap­
able of such a query were clearly a. boot­
less task. But injustice is not the only re­
sult of nullifying the Negro's rights of suf­
frage. Other evils are involved in it. 
whereof certain of them must seem mo­
mentous, although gauged by the stand-
aids of the coarsest utilitarianism. For 
ex tin pie, is it not a serious matter that, 
thiougbout the entire South, nearly all nor­
mal and healthful competition ol diverse 
views on public questions has perished 
through that deadly exigency cfthe pre­
vailing system of politics, "a solid white 
vole"; thai in political contests the knight 
ly lance of fair and open discussion, has 
been laid aside for the barbarous bludgeon 
of violence and intimidation, and tbe 
stealthy dagger of -election trickeries and 
perjuries; that the conscience of tbe dom­
inant party should grow uufeeliug 
enough to consent to the use of such 
weapons; that tbe American plan of g»>v-
ernment, whose central p liars are a free 
ballot and faith in majcriles, in some 
States totters and"1n others lies in unsight­
ly rums? And if to any these ineunven-
iences appear trifling, let bim also consider 
that no fraction of the Negro's energy is 
really being dissipated, like the waters of 
those Western rivers wbicb are swallowed 
in desert sands; bat that bis obstructed 
fore* ia only dammed up where it rises 
ever peri ousiy higher, some day, if its im­
pending pressure be unrelieved, to burst 
torth a fierce human Conemsugh spread­
ing unpeskable desolation along its seeth­
ing courte. 

It is at this singe of onr progress that 
Ibis only the Northern sentimentalist Approaches 

for American citizens to imitate the secret 
organization of conspirators like the Nihi­
lists of Russia and the Anarchists of other 
European lands. American freemen, no 
matter what their color ma- be. should 
stand up for their rights openly and fear­
lessly. They should not sneak behind the 
cover of secret organizations. This nation 
has no use for secret political societies. 

Tbe absurdity and effection of the high-
sounding titles of "Venerable Patriarch," 
"Lord Chancellor" and tbe nst are ap­
parent at a glance. The highest title that 
can be borne in ihe United States is that 
or American citizen. To call our fellow 
citizens "Lord Steward*" or "Lord Chief 
Justices" is to ape the titles of monarchy 
in such a way as to insure ridicule. Intel­
ligent colored men should be above all 
such claptrap. It is a sham that means 
nothing and that only excites derision. 

It looks as though the giving of Jewish 
titles to most of ihe officers of the pro­
posed "Loyal Sons of Abraham" was an 
attempt to gain the sympathy of tbe Jews. 
Such an attempt would be an utter failure. 
There are no Negroes among tbe Jews. 
Tbe new order would only arouse the aver­
sion of (he Jewish race. 

The Mail and Express has always been 
the sincere friend of the Negroes. It has 
cocsistently championed their social and 
political rights. But iri organizations such 
ns tbe cne of which we have been speak­
ing, it has no hesitation in savins that 
tbey will find only shame, confusion and 
disaster. Such methods in American pol­
itics are utterly cnildish. Tbey are silly 
frauds, fitted only to be the laughing slock 
of sensible men.

'State's rights Democracy is the curse of 
the South and of the Nation, and I have 
no patience u?iw colored men, especially, 
who become tne defenders and apologists 
of this party, which has distinguished itself 
within the last twenty five years by taking 
in cold blood the lives of thousands of 
Negroes, whose only crime, if it be a 
crime, was that tbey voted or attempted to 
vote, the Republican ticket. The assertion 
that tbe Negroet of the South desire to 
dominate (hat section is as false as it is 
misleading No such desire has been 
expressed, either by tbe Negroes themselves 
or by those authorized to spsakf or them. 

" I care very little, and think less, of the 
Affect which the passage of tbe Lodge bill 
will have upon the 'more powerful and 
wealthy classes of Southern whites;' tbey 
count tor no mors at the ballot box than the 
humblest citizen of tbe Republic. If those 
Southern whites who object to this bill 
represent the intelligence, patriotism and 
loyalty to tbe Federal Government which 
are claimed for them by their spokesmen 
in Congress, the passage of. this bill will 
not induce tbem to throw tbe weight of 
their influence on tbe side of lawlessness; 
if tbey are sincere tbey will ob operate 
with ihe Federal Government in giving to 
the South.and te every section where dis 
honest elections are the rule a free ballot 
and a lair count; that is all that this oill 
cal.s for, and no honest man will object to 
it on these grounds. 

"Tbe opposition to tbe Negro from this 
quarter can never be bitterer tbau it has 
been nod is; there has been no abatement 
of the murderous attacks upon eur people 
by white men who train with the Demo-
cratic parly in tbe South. For proof of 
this read tbe daily reports from tbe South 
of the (inching and shooting of black men 
since March 4." 1888. The Negroes are not 
seeking favors from the Southern white 
people. They are seeking justice from the 
Government wbicb tbey helped msave. and 
wbijb these wealthy, now erf ul and con 
servaiive white people did their utmost to 
destroy—a Government which magnani­
mously gave to its enemies a right to 
participate in its administration. It comes 
with a bad grace from these beneficiaries 
of Northern generosiiy and magnanimity 
to dictate the terms upon which the 
Negroes, their equals in law, shall come 
into possession of their rights, already too 
long denied by the vacillating po'icy of 
weak kneed Republicans and the murder­
ous opposition of Southern Democrats and 
Northern Doughfaces. 

"The intense antagonism sod unfortu­
nate friction which tbe opponents of this 
measure are fearful of when this bill Is 
pessed are not unknown In tbe South. 
When the Negro was mode • citizen by tbe 
arbitrament of arms and his own effort, 
this antagonism and friction began and 
hate never ceased. With Horace Greeley: 

A great deal has been written of the 
immense fortunes made by the jockeys on 
the race track and now the tricks of their 
game have been fully exposed.

Their plan was, 
to use a track expression, 'to run the race-
the night before" In this way they knew 
tbe mounts ibey were to have tbe following 
day, what horses would be opposed to-
tbem and cou'd siz* up the race prettv 
accurately. Now tbe patrons of the turf 
have got on to their game and it is said wilr 
put an end to the trust. Tbe winnings of 
the combination have been placed as high 
as $60,000 each Murpbv. Hamilton and 
a number of other well known Afro Amer­
ican jockeys are bated by all tbe members 
of the trust because they ride according to 
the owner's instructions and to win.

THB WAT things look now it would seem 
that we may have to fight, as well as pay 
for our seal skins. 

EVERY YEAR finds a crank to predict 
that the world is coming to an end, and 
notwithstanding the number of failures in 
this line, every one finds a number of 
followers. The credulity of some people 
is marvellous. If this world ever ends 
according to the popular accepted theory 
of world ending some of these fellows will 
guess it jet if they keep up their yearly 
predictions. 

IK THB recent examination held by the 
superintendent of public schools in New 
Orleans. La., for teachers ceitinca'es for 
positions in the grammar grades, a division 
in the average per cent required was made 
on the color line. An average of 80 was 
required for white applicants and only 75 
for Afro Americans. Why this distinc 
tion? Is it a confession of poorer school 
facilities for the latter? Or does the 
superintendent of eiucatinn consider them 
mentally incapable of making as high a 
per cent as their while sisters? 

JOHN BOYLE O'REILLY'S memory will 
not be kept green by the Irish alone. Be 
will have a tender remembrance in the 
heart of every man who loves justice and 
hates oppression. Unlike many who bave 
suffered under tyranny, he did not turn 
oppressor in his hour of success, but was 
ever the champion of complete civil and 
polit'cal liberty te all. Although young 
he lived a long ways ahead of his age in 
his ideas of humanity. Whether in the 
line of prosy composi ion for his Journal, 
The Pilot or when his muse took flight in 
poetry that will live when his bones are 
dust, he always found a fruitful theme in 
the condition of the Afro American; whom 
he plead for, and censured wisely yet 
kindly. 

mind and body for the full demands of 
their work. Instruction in the manage­
ment of church financies and pastoral vis­
itation will be important features of the 
curriculum. The latter is to be insisted 
upon as a duty of equal importance as the 
preparation of a sermon. In short the de 
sign is to bring the theological student 
down from the clouds and teach him how 
to mingle with humanity as he finds it 
and teach his charge by example how to 
live useful happy lives. Irrespective of 
sectarian bias, the reform is one that 
must receive the sanction of all who be 
lievein the authority of the scriptures 
Among the Afro American churches that 
are not as yet over-burdeued with preach­
ers who carry college diplomas, the need 
of just such training is already recognized. 
It is seen that a classical edi cation unless 
backed by a consecrated h«?ai t and plenty 
of good common sense is a certain failure. 

On the bearing of this experiment the 
Christian at Work says: 

"And there is no question all our theo­
logical seminaries everywhere the country 
over need just such a professorship. In 
thtm all there is too much skeleton build­
ing like the Swiss chalets with the tim­
bers all on the outside—too much bone, too 
little juicy meat. ' * * * When other sem­
inaries have taken up with this Professor 
ship of Practical Affairs, fewer indict­
ments will be brought against the ckrgy. 
We shall hear less about the impractica-
b e ministry, the pastors will be more in 
touch with the masse*, and the poor wi 1 
have something besides a gospel of tinsel 
rhetoric or philosophical abstractions 
preached to them. V\ hen that time comes 
the minister, will be no less of a preacher 
but considerably more of a man. May 
this be but the beginning of a greatsmove 
ment on the part of seminaries toward ad­
justing the cause and methods cf instruc­
tion to the needs of the hour." 

DURING THE past year, ending June 30, 
1800, 451.219 immigrants landed on our 
-shores Of this number hardly two per 
cent went South, thus leaving the bulk of 
this ignorance and poverty in the North 
and West. The clas* of immigrants now 
coming to America are of the most disso­
lute and depraved classes of the various 
European nations. In a few years these 
men become voters, before they learn the 
English language they are aldermen and 
before they are half Americanized they are 
political "bosses." Yet there is little cry 
that this df nse volume of ignorance, con­
stantly rolling in upon us, threatens our 
civilization. The ignorance of the Afro 
American and his menace to good govern 
ment is not near as protentious as the dis­
eased ideas brought to our shores by the 
thousands of pauper immigrants that come 
y early. 

I F THE proposed National Election law 
is not dead, it is so nearly so that there is 

little hopes that it will ever become a liv­
ing statute. From the action of many 
of our Republican Senators and Represent 
stives, it was never intended for mere than" 
a bluff. If Congress was really in earnest 
•about passing laws that would secure a fair 
•vote in the South its first act would have 
'been to do justice to Republicans declared 
elected from that section. As long as 
LANOSTON and MILLKR remain shelved 
T H B PLAINDEALER takes little stock in any 
pretensions that may be made looking 
toward a free and fair ballot. If these 
men will only arise above personal gain 
and throw their places in the teeth of 
those who bave defrauded them by this 
delay, they Would do what is proper under 
the circumstances, and they would both 
be returned by overwhelming majorities.

HHirisburg, Pa., in a communi­
cation in the New York Herald objects to 
the Lodge bill because he does not believe 
it to be actuated by an honest motive 
toward the Afro-American. 

Andrew Beard of Birmingham. Ala. has 
lately taken out a patent for the invention 
of a rotary engine. Mr. Beard has made a 
comfortable fortune out of several previous 
inventions. He is highly respected by 
Alabama citizens, having generously con­
tributed some valuable lots to the "Colored 
University." 

At the last session of the State Farmers' 
Union, held at Alexandria, La.. August 9, 
a resolution was passed asking the voters 
of the state to repudiate the Louisiana 
State Lottery. L. D. Laurens was elected 
S'ate Superintendent and New Orleans was 
chosen as the place for holding the next 
State Alliance meeting. 

The aristocratic families occupying a 
fashionable flat in S t Louis, Mo., objected 
the presence of Benjamin Scott, a servant 
of Mrs Catherine Springer, a tody well 
known there for her charities, who was 
allowed to remain more on the basts of a 
friend. -They protested to the manager., 
who justified Mrs. Springer's course by 
declaring that she had a right to employ 
whom she pleased.

Monwell said he was in this country for 
recreation and health, and showed letters 
of credit from French banks. He said he 
intended to make Kansas City his home 
after he was married. 

About a wees, before the day set for the 
the wedding Monwell disappeared. In the 
parlor of his little cottage he left a note 
bidding farewell forever to his intended 
bride and a sum of money sufficient to 
meet the m-xt month's rent. The letter 
read as follows:— 

"My beloved: I was born in Paris. I 
am a Frenchman, but there is African 
blood in my veins. 1 cell you this and I 
leave you. because I have been followed 
by enemies who would have revealed all 
I hoped to bury my identity and live 
happily with you in this free and good 
country, but it is now impossible. It is 
true I am rich, but I bave deceived you in 
many things. To look at me none would 
think I am a Negro, still it is true. I shall 
not be discontented with my lot although I 
am forced to be an exile from my country. 
I am outlawed. On the last of October, in 
1849, in a duel. I shot down an old class­
mate, and when I fled the country he was 
hanging between life and death. He or 
his friends bave pursued me, and I am 
compelled to abandon my projects, perhaps 
to our mutual advantage." 

Little stock is taken in MonweTs letter. 
It is believed that he is an adventurer and 
that through some chance his plans failed. 
The young lady who figures in this story 
was so overcome with grief that for seme 
time it was feared that she would lose hei 
reason.

*'I tell you what i t i s , " r e m a r k e d an 
old rai l road man " i t used to be t h e y 
couldn ' t tu rn a wheel any too fast for 
tee, bu t i t 's different now. T h e way 
t h e s e fellows run nowadays makes my 
i i a i r stand on end. W e used to t h ink 
t h a t twenty-five or thi r ty miles an 
h o u r was h igh running:. People were 
gust as well satisfied if not more so 

ean now, and the re weren ' t so many 
cidents. Those days when a man 

gqt on the ground the re was s o m e 
|6hance of h is ge t t ing away alive, but 
fwhen yov touch ground on one of 
t h e s e fast runs now you ' re mighty 
l i ab le t o stay there . People a re get­
t i n g to look upon a mile a minute as a 
Common th ing and a re jus t howling 
m a d a t a road tha t doesn't make it. 
T h e y never stop to th ink of the 
{danger.« All they th ink about is get­
t ing to the i r destination. 

"Why , when I 6top and tfclnk of 
be ing whirled across the country fifty 
o r sixty miles an hour, down hil ls 
and around curves, with only an inch 
and a half of iron between me and 
eterni ty, I ge t so sc.ired I swear never 
to g-ftt on a coach again. W h a t do I 
mean by an inch and a half of i ron? 
Wel l , you know what a passenger 
coach is, don ' t you? Ypu know how 
t h e y ' r e b u i l t A coach is a pret ty 
solid th ing nowadays, and to look a t 
one a person - would th ink they were 
p r e t t y safe, bu t tha t ' s because you 
don ' t know anything; about it. The 
coach itself is all r igh t as far as i t 
goes, bu t i t 's the wheels. Did you ever 
look a t the wheels? If you did you 
may have noticed how they ' re made. 
A good size, broad enough and heavy 
enough and with a t i re of the finest 
k ind of steel. But , on the inside of 
t h e tire, you see a sort of r im or flange. 
T h a t flange is about an inch and a 
half th ick and about the same depth. 
I t doesn' t look as if i t amounted to 
much, t ha t l i t t le piece of steel, b u t 
t h a t ' s jus t wha t the lives of all the 
passengers depend upon. T h a t flange 
keeps t he wheel to the rail and keeps 
t h e coach from runn ing off the track. 

"Wel l now, when a train is going 
fifty miles an hour around a curve you 
see how much depends on tha t flange. 
T h e whole w e i g h t and speed of the 
t r a i n is aga ins t t ha t flange on one side. 
t i e outside of the curve, and it is all 
t h a t keeps the coach from whi r l ing 
from the t rack. Suppose the flange 
broke or, as is often t he case, was 
worn down and had been missed by 
the ca r inspector. The chances a re 
ten to one tha t the flange couldn ' t 
hold, bu t would climb the ra i l and 
the r e ' d be another a c c i d e n t The 
repor te r s would be told t h e ra i l s 
spread or something of t h a t kind, and 
no one bu t the company would know 
w h a t caused the a c c i d e n t 

" T h e a re a good many accidents 
t h a t happen tha t way, bu t i t doesn ' t 
appea r to be any of the public 's busi­
ness . As a general rule a coach wheel 
is watched mighty closely and the 
minute a flange begins to wear new 
ones a re put on, bu t many a t ime an 
inspector will miss a wheel and then 
t h e chances a re big tha t there ' l l be an 
a c c i d e n t "

" V What ta Brink. 
" O u r bodies are palaces given us to 

keep. W h a t shal l we dr ink is, the 
g rea t question? Na tu re ' s answer is 
water . . W a t e r is the largest composi­
tion of our bodies. All l iving c rea tu res 
excep t man are satisfied with i t W e 
excre te ninety ounces of water daily, 
therefore t h i s amount should be t aken 
into the system. Milk is healthful 
and nutr i t ious as a drink, but before 
tak ing i t the hea l th and food taken 
previously should be considered.

T h e 
reaction of the st imulation is aiso h u r t ­
ful. Kidney t rouble among the upper 
and middle English people and Ameri­
c a n s is increasing a i d is due alone to 
incessant tea-dr inking ."—Dr. Bryson.

Prof. Agassiz used to te l l a good 
story about his frifnd Buckland, t h e 
Bri t ish natural is t , who, on one of h i s 
visi ts to the London zoo, was a t t acked 
by a babiroussa. or horned boar, and 
had to save himself by a headlong re ­
t r e a t • 

" T h a t brute wouM h a v e knocked 
you down if he had struck you with 
his ho rns , " remarked a sympa th i z ing 
friend. 

•Oh , I don ' t c a r e , " said the ph i lo ­
sopher ; b u t i t worr ies me to notice 
thai; he never does use h is horns, as 
you call them. They a r e horn-shaped 
tusks and curved too much backward 
to be of any service in fighting. W h a t 
in the world can be the i r pract ica l 
p u r p o s e ? " 

Natural ises of t h a t sor t a r e l iable to 
a good deal of worry, says Fel ix L. 
Oswald in the New York Ledger . Na­
ture abounds with unexplained pheno­
mena. Of what use, for instance, is 
the long tai l of the male pheasant to a 
b i rd tha t has often to save itself by 
fight? In some variet ies (as in the 
Chinese si lver pheasant ) the problema­
t ic appendage is nearly six feet long, 
and makes it almost impossible for its 
propr ie tor to take wing a t shor t notice. 
In running through the tangled 
underbrush of a tropical forest t he tai l 
is hardly less obstructive, and is c e r ­
tainly not ornamenta l enough to com­
pensate its undes i rable tendencies. 
And, again of what benefit to its own­
e r a re the enormous horns of the 
Wapi t i s tag-ant lers with a spread of 
56 inches and a weight of 25 pounds? 

" I would not care for the bi te of a 
mosquito i f . i t wasn't for i ts infernal 
whine ," I have heard many people 
say; and i t seems, indeed, not qu i te 
easy to unders tand of what profit the 
droning and buzzing sound of its wings 
can be to any blood-sucking in sec t I t 
merely serves to warn or annoy its in­
tended vict ims, to whom i t can hardly 
be more a g g r a v a t i n g than to the whin­
ing litt le vampire itself. 

A still g r ea t e r en igma is the deadly 
vi rus of the African tsetse fly. In 
southern Nubia there a r e dis t r ic ts 
where herdsmen have to drive t h e i r 
cat t le hundreds of miles eve ry spr ing 
to avoid the bite of the l i t t le p e s t 
whose pr ivate purpose is limited to 
the ext rac t ion of a few drops of blood, 
and whose interes ts have no imagin­
able connection with the 'subsequent 
agony of its victims. A day o r two 
after a stout s teer h a s been bi t ten 
s t range swellings appea r under h i s 
jaw and about the groins ; the animal 
shivers and twi tches as if in ex t reme 
distress, and finally dies in convul­
sions, often at tended with ou tbreaks 
of fury s imi lar to those observed in an 
advanced stage of hydrophobia . 

The gra tu i tous destruct iveness of 
certain caniverous animals p resen t s a 
very similar problem. An ot ter in a 
well-stocked fishpond will kill about 
fifty fishes for one it eats, and the 
murderous inst inct of the weasel and 
the European pine mar ten far exceeds 
the needs and conceivable interests of 
the lit t le demons. An ama teu r poul­
try fancier of my acquaintance once 
lost twenty-eight imported chickens in 
a single night, all of them hav ing 
been killed by a small, sha rp bite in to 
the base of the brain. In th ree or 
four cases t h e murde re r had gnawed 
the skull of its prey and torn open t h e 
neck,in ques tof blood, but with those 
except ions t h e massacre eoemed to 
have been prompted by a sheer wanton 
love of havoc. With a li t t le more 
prudence the poultry-loving mar t en 
could have repeated hia visits and 
banque ts for a long series of nights , 
and have all his depredat ions credited 
to one or o ther of the half-hundred 
different disorders fowls a re he i r to, 
for t he henhouse harbored an army 
of feathered bipeds, some of them, oji 
the sick l i s t But tha t one n ight ' s 
mischief ended the game. T h e fiend 
was tracked to his loophole and t rapped 
the v e r y next evening.
