While attending the Episcopal Coun-
a1l at Jacksonville, Fla., he bvcul'ue
quite ill and acting upon the advice
of his wife who was with him, he con-
eluded to recurn to his home at Chat-
ham instead of undertaking his offi-

pial trip. .

Lishop J. M. Brown and wife accom-
panied the deceased to the tr‘uin and
bade him farewell, little dreaming that
., was forever.  The last of his col-
teagues whom the departed saw on
earth was the aged Bishop who last
I'riday delivered an eloquent culogy
over his silent remains.

At two o'clock Iriday April 24,
ishops Lrown and Tanuer, Dr. Der-
rick and Rev. O'Banyoun stepped out
oi the broad doorway of what had
been the happy home of the deceased.
i“ollowing came Revs. John M. Hen-
derson, 1. Kane, J. H. Alexander. J.
Bell, J. N, Matterson and attoruey
D. L. Davis, behind whom came, with
bowed heads and solemn faces, sIX
masons bearing the beautiful casket
i which reposed the silent dead, and
iollowing the cold mortality of her
beloved came the bereaved widow and
a few immediate friends, the casket
being placed in the solemn hearse,
the cortege took its way sl()}\'l}' to
Campbell Cbapel. This beautiful and
handsome building is one of
the hundreds of enduring monuments
which will ever stand as cloguent
witnesses of the earnest life and suc-
eessful labors of the departed. ,

The intrepid soul of Dr. Bryant broke
irom the Tabernacle of clay and went
forth into eternity as a bold courier

My heart is sad, my place is not in
the pulpit, Iwould rather sit and weep
with thebereaved widow -and mourn-
ing friends but in accordance with the
wish of our beloved Bishop Tanner I
will read the following brief
sketeh of the life of the lamented Bish-
op Disney.”

Dr. Derrick then read as follows:
Richard Randolph Disney was born
in North East, Md., in the year 1831.
H.is parents were Henry and Rebekal
Disney. At the age of iS he was con-
verted to God, and ever after lived to
his glory.

At the age of 22 he married Miss
Narab Elizabeth Harris. Weary with
the life that Maryland promised he
resolved to settle elsewhere. He ar-
tived in Chatham, Canada, April 21,
INGT accompanied by his wife who
hias been the sharer of his joys for al-
most 40 years. Entering the confer-
ance the September following he was
‘bpointed to Peel or Queen’s Bush.’”
Snccessful here for two Years, his next
Abpointment was in Buxton. And so

Rev. John M. Brown who had
been requested by the Rt. Rev. B T.
Tanner to deliver the eulogy.

(an those present ever forget the
KCO1E. The aged prelate stood in
the pulpit looking down upon the
lithe form and calm, smooth face of
the strong man departed in his prime,
while he, the speaker, bore the weight
of nearly three score years and ten..

Announcing as his text, the 13th.,
verse of the 3rd., chapter of Samuel
11. Bishop Brown in clear and flow-
ing tones related the story of which
bis text formed a part. Then, his eye
kindling and his voice trembling with
earnestness, he proceeded to point out
the divine hand as revealed in the ca-
reer of Bishop Disney. Said he, **“When
death was upon him, Bishop Nazery,
his soul sweeping thro' thp future
with prohetic vision, pointed out El-
der Disney as his suceessor,—Elder Dis-
ney’s elevation to the Bishoprie was
no accident, it was not the result of
self-seeking, 'twas the will and work
of the Great Head of the Chusteh.
Bishop Disney towered abave petty
prejudices and narrow views,
his great soul from its lofty eminence
of philanthropic love, beheld the pos-
sibilities of the future and his brave
and noble heart dared to defy the
storms of calumny and abuse and lead
on toward the glorious destiny God
had decreed. To the labors of the de-
parted we owe the open door made
for us in the West Indies, Mexiro,
Panama. and far off South America.

+ Bishop Disney realized what all who

live shall see. The mission of Afri-
can Methodism js not local, it is world
wide.”

The Bishop proceeded to point out
some of the marked traits of the de-
ceased. Said he, “Bishop Disney had
‘the patience that only the strongest
souls possess. I never knew him to
give way to anger. No provocation
.betrayed him into the slightest de-
partdre from the conduct of a Chris-
tian gentleman. He was remarkably
firm.*”” This the reverend speaker il-
lustrated by relating several incidents
transpiring in the career of the de-
ceasd. The Bishop closed with a touch-
ing and comforting address of conso-
tion to the widow.

Rev. J. H. Bell then announced hymn
732 the rendition of which sent tears
coursing down hundreds of cheeks.

The presiding Bishop, the Rt. Rev.
B. T. Tanner, who with characteris-
tic modesty had ylelded the entire
participation in the program to oth-
ers, then arose and announced the con-
cluding seryjce. Those present filed
slowly up ®he aisle and took the lasat
look upon the face of the dead. The

R. R. Disney, ID. D. The solemn ecom-
mittal service was recited by Bishop
Tanner, the sprig of acacia was cast
cast into the grave by a score of the
mourners after the performance of the
usual rites, and then all turned their
faces to the busy world again, and
went forth to tread for a while the
pathway that ever winds back to the
grave again. The Bishops and clergy-
men stopped a moment and looked up-
on the grave of Bishop Nazery which
was pointed out by Mr, Colton, the
undertaker. who also officiated at the
funeral of Bishop Nazery.

Saturday found Dr. Derrick whirl-
ing into New York city eager to speed
on his way to a missionary field in the
West Indies. Rev, Dorce; Bishop Brown
at Detroit full of plans for the futher-
ance of the work of his church; and
Bishop Tanner, at Windsor, energet-
ically planing the extension of the
Canadian work.

ENCOURAGING FACTS

THE AFRO-AMERICAN M&KING PRO-
GRESsS IN ALL DIRECTIONS.
Becoming More Provideut—More Moral—
More Temperate—More Rlaniy—More
Culitured, Eic.

From the New York Independent.

Though the Negro is not increasing
rapidly in numbers, the problem of hiy
condition, political, social, industrial,
moral, religious, is obtaining a firmer
grip on the public mind. There was
never @ time when his interests  were
more weriously eonsidered than now.
According to the results of the census
just announced the total of the colored
people in this country is about 7.46:3.

000.
the census of 1880 this indieates an in-
crease of more than 880,000. When
we get the particulars of this census
which are to be given in a forthcoming
bulletin, we shall have materials for a
rery interesting study.

In the discussions which have taken
pluce concerning the future of the Ne-
gro, at least two questions have been
taken out of the arena of debate; first
the idea of colonization is no longer
set forth seriously from any quarter
entitled to consgideration. It is set-
tled that the Negro is to remain in the
United States, not to be deported to
Africa or any part of the American
continent, or to be put upon any
reservation in the United States. He
is to remain where he is, cliefly 1n the
South, where he is most needed. The
problem of his future is to be wrought
out in his present relations to the
country and to the other elements of
its population. The second question
that is settled beyond dispute is, that
the Negro is capable ol improvement
and education. It is no longer a mat-
ter of doubt that he can easily master
the rudiments of knowledge. Every-
body admits this. On the average,
he takes the elementary training as
eusily as the youth of other races.
But there are many other important
questions concerning him which need
to be discussed, and his course will
continue to be closely watched hoth
by those who believe in him and by
those who do not believe in him.

The most interesting question at
present is as to his agtual progress,
and we have printed a pumber of arti-
cles this week designed to show that
he is making progress all direetions
—that he is becoming Rore provident
in his hablts, more moPtal In his con-
duct, more temperate in his religious
zeal, more maanly in his bearing, more
cultured in his mind, and is, in short,
becoming a more worthy member of
society. When members of his own
race point to the fact that many col-
ored ministers are illiterate and unfit
leaders both morally and mentally,
Bishop Tanner, whose opportunity for
observation and whose judgment are
excellent, and President Grandison. of
Jennett College, both cultured mem-
bery of that race, reply by showing
whence the colored man has come, and
point with justiafible pride to the won-
derful evidence of the progress he has
made xince he emerged from slavery.
They admit and deplore his vices,
but they ask us not to lose farth in
him, for he is but treading in the path
which other races have followed. No
grander tribute has been paid to the
influence of education upon him than
that which President Grandison gives.

This is one of the most encouraging
facts of the whole situation. The
schools of learning, which he is 80 ex-
tensively patronizing, are not only cul-
tivating his mind, rooting out the
weeds of superstition, but, even more
important, they are nourishing and
developing his moral sense, teaching
him the spirit of manliness and self-
reliance. As this progress goes on the
race will gradual Yy, almost insensibly
be elevated. A great opportunity lies in
the direction indicated by Dr. Rankin
and others. There is a great need for
a thorough system of manual training
for the Negro. There is a splendid open-
ing for him in the various trades; and
those schools that are affording him
facilities for industrial training are
doing quite as much for him and the
community in which he lives as those
which are training the mind.

One of the most gratifying cvidences
that the problem ofhis destiny is being
earnestly grappled with is that of the
gradual change in the feeling of the
Southern whites towards him. It
gives us great pleasure, indeed, to wel-
come in our columns the a manly
and Christian-spirited articlé®y CUon-

*‘by education, by separation and by
extinction.”” ‘‘The last’’ he adds, “be-
longs to the cruel and savage state,
the next to the hasty, proscriptive
and passionate state, and the first ac-
cords with the dictates of wisdom and
the principles of Christian religion.”

Washington, April 27. A copy ol
tiie Life of I'red Douglas, written by
Frederick May Hollund aud published
by IFunk and Wagnalls of New York’
has been received by the Plaiundealer
correspondent. A brief notice would
be considered a full return to the pub-
lishers for their kindness were it not
for the prominence of the man whose
biography is written and the relation
he sustains to the Afro-American peo-
ple. It is safe to say that Fred Doug-
lus has done more than any other man
of his race to correct the wrong ideas,
prevalent in all scetions of the country
concerning a people who have been
circumsceribed by barbarism in the old
world and by stavery in the new. iy
story has been told in thousands of
homes and around many of these fire-
+ides he has become a hero whose story
is told along with that of Abraham
Lineoln and George Washington.

To write a biography therefore at
this time must be difficult as well aw
dangerous,—difficult because his life
is s0 1much the public property that
little could naturally be said ancew,—
dangerous because occupying the con-
spicuous position which he does the
race he represents cannot afford to
suffer his illustrious name in any way
aimmed. In the present work Mr. Hol-
land announces that he writes the
book partly because he hoped to re-
duce color prejudice and partly because
of his admiration for the man, and
from the sources of his information
which he mentjons our cexpectations
are high as we turn to the 1irst chap-
ter, ‘“I'he Slave.”” Nor does our ju-
terest ccase until we have finished the
fifteenth and last chapter.

A8 a literary work the name of the
author is sutficient guarantee; as a
careful portrayal of the life of Fred
Douglas no fault caun be found for it
is most accurate. As a biography, in
the highest and loftiest sense of that
term Mr. Holland has not accomplish
ed his task. Perhaps he has not at-
tempted it. The true blographer of
Fred Douglas must have felt his feel-
ings, seen through his eyes, suffered
the same prejudices he has suffered,
and have Xnown®y sanilur - pefsonat
experience the terrible struggle that
Fred Douglas has made from infancy
to the present time. The present work
is clear, concise and accurate and is
& valuable work for any library. but
the biography is yet to come.

SCARCITY Of WHALEBONE

Will the Coming Woman be Able to Se-
cure Any of It?

Arotic whalebone made a remarka-
ble advance last week to §5.25 a pound
for choice quality, says the New York
World. This is the highest price re-
membered by the trade. Fully 10,000
pounds were sold at $4.70 to 85 a
pound; and the commoner kinds, such
as Japan sea and northwestern,
brought $4.15 to $4.35 a pound. As
with all whale products, this article
is yearly diminishing in supply, and,
unless commerce permits a long
breeding reet, it is too much to imag-
ine that any gigantic enterprise can
come with the magic aid of acientific
economy and. manage to organize
some sort of & whale-preserve or marj-
time ranch at a feastble point of the
ocean, our noble aquatic animal must
soon practically disappear like the!
buffalo of the prairie.

In late years a few moneyed specula-
tors have continued to get control of
the bulk of the ‘-catch.,” and in the
condition of matters all possible cheap-
ness is wiped out. The stimulating
whipe of enthusiastic jockeys and those
of stylish family and road turnouts, the
symmetry of comfortable corsets, of
bridal or other expensive waists must
hereafter pay extra tribute to the ex-
travagant drain that has been going
on in whalebone for the last sixty
years.

Zoological experts incline to a
gimilar opinion. The most perfect
embodiment of reckless fury is a trap-
caught leo during his first week's
experien of prison life. He will
rush to and fro with a persistency
worthy of better success; his eyes glare
defiance at every visitor; every now
and then he will attack the iron bars
of his cage with absolute disregard of
consequences, or roll about the floor,
biting his own paws in his frenzy of
despair. Yet in Hindustan, a near re-
lative of that four-footed demon, the
cheetah, or hunting leopard, has been
80 perfectly domesticated that he can
be trusted to run at large, and return
from a night expedition to share the
proceeds of his enterprise with his
trainer.

Wolves terrorized our pastoral fore-
fathers in a way that has made the
name of the canis lupus a synonym of
flerce hostility, says the New York
Ledger, yet that adversary of stock-
raising mankind is more than proba-
bly the ancestor of the faithful shepherd
dog. On a stock farm near Zacatecas,
in northern Mexico, I saw a tame wolf
that seemed to get along on the best
terms with his canine relatives and in
the morning was always on hand to
greet his master with romps and
caresses, and if kicked away would
cringe in a manner suggesting the de-
precatory maneuvers of a fawning
spaniel. He could not be trained to
find his way home from an extensive
hunting trip. but was often left to guard
the farmyard poultry, and to the best
of his owner’s knowledge, had never
betrayed his trust.

Foxes, too, can be trained to restrain
their predatory instincts; and a Ten-
nessee neighbor of mine raised a litter
of fox whelps with his pupples, and
induced them to stay about the house
by treating them to an occasional dish
of their favorite delicacy—’resh milk,
sweetened with sorghum treacle.
Young bears can dispense with such
premiums. After a few weeks' petting
they will stick to a farm-house with
the tenacity of loyalist office holders,
and never leave the premises after
dark. ’

The pet monkeys of the East Indian
country towns manifest a similar dis-
position in an even more demonstrat-
ive fashion. Ten or twelve of them
will congregate on the roof of a Hindu
farmhouse, waiting for lunch or utiliz-
ing the palm leaf thatch for a rain
shelter, but, on the whole, pay for
their board and lodging by making a
watchdog wholly superfluous. At the
first glimpse of a suspicious looking
biped they will give the alarm by a
chorus of coughing barks, and often
actually attack an intruder with all the
pluck of a resolute bull terrier. Their
personal safety remains a secondary
consideration in emergencies of un-
doubted risk.

WOOD PULP AND ITS USES.

Result of Investigations Made by the
Secorotary of Agrloulture.

It can be sald without fear of con-
tradiction that in no field of industrial
activity has a more rapid development
taken place within the last few years
than in that of the use of wood for
pulp manufacture. The importance of
this comparatively new industry for
the present, and still more for the
future, can hardly be overestimated.
Its expansion during the next few
decades may Dbring revolutionary
chapges in our wood consumption, due
to':ge new material, cellulose fiber or
wood pulp. Though rapid in its
growth, the industry has by no means
reached its full development.

Not only is there room for improve-
ment in the processes at preeent em-
ployed, but there are all the time new
applications found for the material
While it §i8s in the first place designed
to be used 1n the manufacture of paper

Worth and a host of foreign and
American gown contractors of renown
are extremely particular in selectin
this material, and cannot be induced
to experiment with the best imitations.

peculiar suction food on which it sub-
nists.

SOME ANCIENTYT BELIEFS.

Mediseval English Ideas as to the Cause
and Cure of Various Diseases.

The curious beliefs of the medizval
English as to the cause and cure of
various diseases were often more shock-
ing than absurd, if such could be pos-
sible, says the St. Louis Republic. A
ring made of the hinge or handle of a
coffin was credited with the power of
relieving cramps, which also received
a solace when a rusty old sword was
hung up by the patient's bedside.
Nails driven into an oak tree were not
a cure but a preventive of toothache.
A halter which had been used in hang-
ing a murderer when bound around
j the temples was said to be an infallible
remedy for heacache. A dead man's
hand could dispel tumors of the glands
by stroking the parts nine times with
ft, but the hand of a man who had
been hanged and then cut down from
the gallows by & maiden was a remedy
infinitely more efficacious. Soms of
thess remedies still exist among the
superstitious poor of the provinces,
but are not mow strictly adhered to.
To cure warts, for an instance, the
best thing to do is to steal a piece of
beef from the bntcher, with which the
warts are w0 be rubbed, after which
the meat is to be interred in sandy
soil; as the process of decomposition
goes on the warts will wither and
finally disappear.

The chips of a gallows upon which
several persons had been hanged was
also one of the items in medizeval
materia medica; these, when worn in
. bag around the neck, were pro-
nounced an infallible cure for ague.
The nightmare, supposed of course to
be the result of something supernatu-
ral, was banished by means of a stone
with a hole in it, which was every
night suspended at the head of the
sufferer's bed.

Extracts from a Paper Printed Over One
Hundred Years Ago.

Sometime ago The Plaindealer re-
ferred to the inequality of the division
of the federal appropriation for me-
chanienal and agricultural colleges in
the State of South Carolina. By the
decision of the last legislature of the
state the money was to be equally di-
vided between the Clemson Agricul-
tural college for whites and the Claf-
lin college for Afro-Americans. A few
days ago Governor Tillman, 0f South
Carolina, addressed a letter to Secre-
tary Noble applying for South Caro-
lina’s quota of the fund. To this Mr.
Noble replied that the state’s quota
was at his disposal to be divided be-
tween the two colleges on the basis
of the proportion of the school pop-
ulation, which under the census of
1890 was 36.7 white and 63.3 Afro-
American nnd the secretary announced
that it.aws only by pledging a<divi-
sion on this basis that South Caro-
lina could get her money. To this
the Governor replied that the money
was due South Carolina and Secre-
tary of the Interior Noble had noth-
ing whatever to do with the division

{ the fund.

Secretary Noble on his part thinks
it is his duty to see that the money
is distributed according to the pro-
portion ol students in each race and
and cannot see why the whites should
demand half of the money when they
number so muany less than the blacks.
He, therefore, refuses to give up the
funds until the terms of the act shall
be observed. He has rceeived-the fol--
lowing decision from Governor Till-
man, ‘“*‘Suoth Carolina has always
dealt liberally with the colored col-
legers, and T am gorry to see it crippled-
by a refusal on your part to acecept
the monéy under the terms you offer.”

The money will therefore remain
in the hands of the Secretary until
Congress meets when the state can
appeal to Congress for the money.

GROWING WITH FAVOR
