Why are so many people
working so hard and sacrificing so much
just to build another school?™ The short-
est answer 1 can give, but one I give with
all seriousness, and in the sight of God,
“Because there ts no Christian school in
this area.”

That answer should suffice. 1t should
not be necessary to repeat over and over
suain the words we have thought and
hieard so often — the many, many, reasons
we should have such a school — the many
advantages 1t will give our children and

our children’s children the helpfulness
of such an institution to the church and 1o
every Christian living in the entire area.
We could go on and on with reason after
reason why we need such a school but
since this article must of necessity be brief,
I will list just a few reasons and point out
s best 1 can the need for a Christian
School in this North Central section of
our country.

There are hundreds of
families within the reach of North Central
Christian College that could not possibly
«end their children 600 miles with all the
extra eost of living away from home. These
boys and girls could enroll as day students
where the only cost of their Christian ed-
uwcation would be tuition and travel,

2. In order to protect “our most prec-
ious heritage.” The original brochure of
North Central showed a boy and girfl in a
picture with the caption, “more precious
than rubies,” We need a college in this
area that will help vs protect the faith of
our young people. It may not be fair to
make a blanket indictment of our secular
colleges and claim that all Christians who
attend  those institutions lose their faith.
Of course this is not true. However, it is
true that a very large percentage of our
hoys and girls attending state colleges come
hack home with little faith or none at all,
This is rarely true of those who attend
Christizn  colleges,  Brother R. S, Bell,
member of the board of Abilene Christian
College, and an elder in the Lord’s church
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said recently, "“There are some 20000 ex-
students of Abilene Christian college, and
of this number over 909 are Faithful work-
ers in the Lord’s vineyard.”

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Looks at History
of North Central College Project

Interest in Chnstian Education through-
out the north-central states has been cvi-
dent for many years. Lt was not until the
spring of 1954, however, that a system-
atic and organized movement began
which was to bring a Christian college
into actual being.

As 1 result of several informal meet-
ings to which all interested Christians were
invited, a group of nin¢ men were selected
and commissioned to work for the esiab-
lishment of a Christian school.  These
men were immediately organized as the
North Central Christian College Founda-
tion and were incorporated and granted
a charter under the laws of the state of
Michigan to plan and work for the desired

QI'.II.

From the beginning of their work, the
members of the board met the problem of
determining whether the first  proposed

srhool would be a |Ii!:h school or tﬁ“i"-'l'-
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After much study and deliberation, it was
decided that a junior college would be
the immediate goal, with the understand-
ing that it be developed into a full four-
year college as soon as possible.

The first money-raising campaign was
conducted in the fall of 1956 under the dir-
ection of Henry T. King of Memphis,
Tenn, Members of the church in Mich-
igan and northern Ohio were asked to
give or pledge that the goal of $150,000
micht be reached, The hearty response
brought a total to over-subscribe the goal
by 6O%%,

Simultancous with the fund raising
effort, a search was begun to find property
which would be suitable for a school site,
This search contimied over a period of
many months, during which time many
different  prospective picces of property
were considered.  Finally, in February, of
1957, the 37-nere Moxon estate near Roche
ester, Michigan, was found and negotia-
tions were started to pur hase the properiy,
Ten months later, on December 17, 1957,
possession of the property was taken by
NGB 6 B

From the beginging, the board of dirv-
ectors has believed that the spiritual plane
ax well as the academic values of the col-
lege would depend largely upon the men
who would be directly responsible for s
supervision.
