SPECIAL ISSUE:
ACCESSING INTERNET OPACS VIA PROFS

Several libraries’ online catalogs and databases are currently available on the
Internet, a collection of hosts and networks that speak internet Protocol (IP) and related
protocols. The Internet connects over 100,000 computers in more than 2,500 networks
using high-speed, dedicated phone lines and special data routing equipment. Herein
is described the procedures for accessing a few of the tested Internet addresses for
libraries’ online catalogs, updating an article that first appeared in the 12/90 issue of

the DALNET Technical Bulletin No. 4.

These catalogs and databases can be most easily accessed via PROFS, using the
Transmission Control Protocol/Internet Protocol (TCPIP) utility within CMS. Testing for
these procedures has proven successful from the following list of terminal types
hardwired to WSUnet: Telex 476Ls, IBM PCs and Macintoshes with 3270 emulation,

and iIBM 31x0¢/3472 dumb terminals and ciones.

As testing of additional addresses and communication links continues, look for
supplements to this listing. In the meantime, call William Kane at 577-6439 with any

Directions for Internet Connections

To get started, you will need to logon to PROFS with your id and password. See your
Unit Head or Project Manager for the appropriate forms.

Logging on to PROFS
1. From the WSUnet screen, type waynest1 <enter>.
2. Atthe VM logon screen, type yourid <tab>. '
3. Enter your password at the prompt (your password will not appear
on the screen as you type) and press <enter>.
4. Press <enter> when VM READ appears in bottom right corner.

Logon Directions for Selected OPACs

Fair warning: Internet communication traffic is heavy and sometimes connections
perform unpredictably. Those connections that are particularly volatile have been
designated with an asterisk (*) preceding the name. In those cases, your session may
get bumped all the way back to the WSUnet screen during the logon procedures. In
this event, fogon again with your PROFS id and password and, when PROFS
responds ‘reconnected,” type b <enter> to pick up the session where you left it.
Frequently this re-connection will permit a smooth logon. Otherwise, you will have to
logoff completely and start over.
