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The Summer Quarter in college work can be of great advan-
tage to entering Freshmen desiring to complete college work in
some areas to allow more time in the Fall for leadership activities.
For instance, a whole year’s work can be gotten off in Biology,
English Composition, French, History or Speech during the Sum-
mer Quarter.

It is advantageous to the Sophomore who wishes to continue
his academic pursuit without interruption, or to the sophomore
who lacks a few hours credit that would be necessary to his
transferring to a senior college as a junior.

Then there is the advantage to the student who can benefit
from an early start in some particular college course that may
not be his “long suit”,

Special “guest students” who are enrolled in other colleges
can take a course during the Summer Quarter at MCC and re-
ceive credit for the course where they are presently enrolled.

SPECIAL CULTURAL AND SOCIAL ACTIVITIES

The MCC Summer Quarter provides unusual opportunities
for extra-class activities. Trips are planned to hear the Detroit
Symphony and to see a Detroit Tiger Baseball Game. Visits to
Greenfield Village, Detroit Art Museum and Bob-lo Island are
planned. The Meadowbrook Music Festival, which is presented
right here in Rochester featuring some of the great musicians of
the world, is on the Summer Quarter schedule of extra-class
activities.

A Ray of Hope for the Handicapped

Mrs. Kenneth Shuffett and her five-year old son Ronnie, a cerebal
palsey victim, look toward the future with hope that Ronnie’s physical
condition will improve as a result of ‘patterning” therapy.

The Student Volunteer Program of MCC was re-
cently expanded when thirty students volunteered to
participate in the hourly “patterning’”’ manipulation of
the palsied body of little Ronnie Shuffett, son of Mr.
and Mrs. Kenneth Shuffett of Shelby Township.

The patterning requires five people to work on the
child at a time, bending the limbs and head back and
forth to simulate crawling. It is hoped that these forced
movements will eventually reach the brain, enabling the
boy to crawl by himself., The patterning takes five min-
utes and is performed each hour for eight patterns a
day. It is estimated that approximately 280 different
people could be used each week in Ronnie’s case.

MCC students have always responded well when
some good work needs to be done. Ministering to homes
for the aged, gathering clothing for distressed areas at
home and abroad, and participating in neighborhood can-
vass work for evangelistic campaigns has been a part
of the extra-class activities of MCC students since the
college began in 1959,
